The antique city of Thebes underwer.t 
an important phase of development 
during the Middle Kingdom, when the 
pharaohs of the 11th dynasty (2,04C 
B.C. to 1,991 B.C.) made it their 
capital. However, the most glorious 
period of its history began under 
the New Kingdom with the 18th dy­
-nasty (l,5!}0 B.C. to 1,320 B.C.), 
when the pharaohs had departed fron 
Thebes to liberate Egypt from the 
Hyksos. Thebes became, at that time, 
the capital of an empire which ex­
-tended from the Euphrates to north 
of the Sudan. Its decline began at 
the end of the New Kingdom and es­
-pecially when the kings of the 21st 
dynasty returned to the Delta to 
implant their successive capitals. 
But Thebes remained, nonentheless, 
an active political and religious 
centre and eventhough, in 29 B.C., 
the city was destroyed by the order 
of the Roman prefect Cornelius Gal-

These truly colossal complexes 
which have been enlarged numerous tim 
comprise some of the most fascinating 
realisations of Antiquity': the "Hypo­
-style Hall" of Karnak begdn by Seti 
and completed by Ramses II (measuring 
102 meters in width and 53 meters in 
depth, covers a surface of 5,000 soua 
meters; its roof is supported by : 1 
columns , those of the central nave 
measuring 20,40 meters with a dia~ te 
of 3,40 meters); the temple and the 
colonnade of Akmenophis III at Luxor, 
one of the most refined masterpieces 
of Egyptian architecture (14th centu! 
B.C.). The Thebian necropolis 'relin­
-quish nothing in importance or beaut 
to these monuments: it suffices to 
note the tombs of the Valley of the 
Kings (1,500 B.C. to 1,000 B.C.) amor 
which is that of Tutunkhamun, The VaJ 
-ley of the Queens, where, among othe 
Nephertari, wife of Ramses II, and T1 
his mother are emtombedi and finally 
at Deir-El-Bahari (western Thebes' 
the funerary temple of the queen h~ t·

her voyage to the country of Punt.
