On the norraw of the Arab conquest of 
Spain, the reconstitution in the nountains 
of Asturias of the tiny Christian kingdan 
of Pelayo is of historical and cultural 
in"portance which greatly overshadows its 
political significance. For a long time, 
the existence of this principality which 
was an offshoot of the Visigoth kingdom 
remained precarious ant it is not without 
a certain prejudice that the battle of 
Covadonga (718) was fOrtrayed as the first 
victory in a war against Islam which las­
ted eight centuries, drawing to a close 
as it did with the taking of Granada by 
the catholic Kings in 1494. 

However, the Kingdom of Asturias, though 
frequently threatened by Arab raids 
(Oviedo was captured in 789, then sacked 
again in 794), became a sort of strongholc 
of Christianity in the 9th century and a 
special brand of architecture took root 
there, reaching its apogee under the reigr 
of Ramiro I (842-850) whO'!'. the narrative 
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(Chroniques d' Albelda, de S~tien, de 
Silos) nous presentent centre un grand 
b:itissEmr.

- Criterion IV : the palaces and churches in 
the surroundings of OViedo provide eminent 
testimony to the civilization of the small 
Christian Kingdon of Asturias during the 
splendor of the emirate of Cordoba. 

In a menorandum which it forwarded to 
ICCM:>S during the World Heritage Corrrni. ttee I s 
Bureau rreeting, the Spanish governrrent 
expressed its wish that three further 
rron1.llrents be included : the churches of 
San Salvador de Valdedios and San Julian 
de los Prados as well as the camara Santa 
in OViedo. This further request is fully 
justified fram the standpoint of historical 
knowledge of the art of the Kingdam of 
Asturias. The structure of the Church of 
San Salvador de Valdedios, consecrated.in 
893, is very similar to that of San Miguel 
de Lillo and it constitutes a handsare 
exarrple of "pre-Rom:mesque" decor influenced 
by Mozarabic art. . 

As for the other two buildings, ICCM)S 
would like to rrake two <XJIttrents which should 
not be ronsidered nullifying : 

1) the wall paintings in San Julian de los 
Prados (Santullano) as they exist today 
can only be considered as archaeologiCal 
vestiges 

2) it would be indeed unfortunate within 
the farrous ensemble of the Camara Santa 
in OViedo to split up the Roan in the 
Palace of Alfonso II the Chaste (788-842) 
and the 12th century Roam which is renCMIled 
for its statues of the apostles grouped 
two by two at the springing of the 
transverse arches.
