Column) and the Cathedral and the Church of Our Lady ’

B) ICOMOS RECOMMENDATION

That the proposed cultural property be included on the World
Heritage List on the basis of criteria I, III, IV and VI.

C) JUSTIFICATION

Sometimes referred to as "the second Rome", Trier had no claim to
this title wuntil the division of the Empire by Diocletian (286)
and the institution of the Tetrarchy (293). But even before this
era, the Roman city founded as Colonia Augusta Treverorum
(derived from the name of the Trevires, a Gallic tribe conquered
by Caesar) flourished considerably. The original centre of the
colonial town layout, the regular insulae of which were for the
most part built during the reign of Claudius (41-54 A.D.), had so
spread out by the middle of the 2nd century that a wall 6,500
meters in perimeter, fortified by more than 47 towers, was built,
encompassing the industrial gquarters and the nearest thermae to
the south, the amphitheatre which extended beyond the decumanus
maximus to the east and, most likely already, a hippodrome. At
the same time, a sandstone and basalt bridge was built over the
Moselle, extending westward from the decumanus, replacing an
earlier construction, the foundations of which have been found.
Outside the 2nd century wall and primarily to the north and the
south, large expanses of necropolises were built before long. The
stelae and the «cippus in the Rheinisches Landesmuseum, the Igel
Monument, which 1is the tomb of the Secondinii, a family of
drapers, and which is preserved in situ in this little village to
the southwest of Trier all testify to the wealth of the city, a
major trading centre which sent its merchants to Milan, Lyons and
Bordeaux and to the existence of a very characteristic regional
school of sculpture.

It was between 258 and 268, when Postumus took up residence there
in order to foil the threats of the Franks and the Alamans on the
limes that Trier became a capital for the first time. When
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Constantius Chlorus, ruler of Brittany and Gaul since the
division of 293, moved there, it gave more perennity to this
choice. The reconstruction of the city, whose name was changed to
Treveris, was then undertaken on a large scale by Constantine
after 306. The restored amphitheatre and thermae, the Circus
maximus, the various remains of an immense imperial palace, the
construction of which required the destruction of ' several
insulae, reflect a purposeful political choice which grew out

of the new balance established by the Tetrarchy. )
The founding of Constantinople in 330 cannot hide this essential
fact. Moreover, it was in Trier that in 326 Constantine founded
the twin basilicas to commemorate his twenty years of power. They
live on in the form of the Cathedral and the Church of Our Lady.
After the death of the great emperor in 337, Trier was the place
of residence of his son, Constantine 1II, and afterward of
Valentinian and Gratian. Capital of the Empire, Trier was
furthermore the location of the Prefecture of Gaul, an immense
administrative district which stretched from the limes germanicus
to the Atlantic Ocean and from Hadrian's Wall to Tingitane
Mauritania. People from the provinces of the south, such as
Ausonius from Bordeaux, a confident of Gratian, flocked to the
Court and to the Prefecture. During the reign of Constantine, the
primordial role of Trier in the spread of Christianity became
manifest. Lactantius died there about 325 after having been the
crown prince Crispus's private tutor. Saint Jerome, Saint
Ambroise and Saint Martin of Tours all spent time there. The
great prelates from Aquitaine -Maximinus, Paulinus and Leontius-
forged the reputation of the episcopal see founded in 328 by
Agricius of Antioche.

The invasions of the Goths ushered in the decline of Trier. The
imperial capital was then moved to Milan, which was the Gallic
Prefecture of Arles. But the evolution of the city was marked by
historical continuity. The layout of the city still corresponds
to its 2nd century configuration, with the major thoroughfares of
the cardo (Simeonstrasse) and the decumanus (bridge). For a long
time, the major momunents were used in their original capacity,
such as was the case with the Aula Palatina where Constantine
gave audiences, which became the palatium of the Frankish counts
before falling, ca. 1200, into the hands of the bishops of Trier
who, also Prince-Electors, made this great hall a part of their
palace between 1615 and 1647. Others changed in terms of form but
not in terms of use, such as Constantine's two basilicas, which
were nearly entirely reconstructed between the '11lth and 13th
centuries and which fossilize, as it were, the primitive
religious centre whose location has endured. However, most of the
"pagan" monuments were saved from destruction due to their being

assigned a new use in medieval times, e.g. the horrea
(storehouses), which were made "a part of the Saint Irminen
convent and especially the famous Porta Nigra which was

transformed into a church in the 11th century.



All of the Roman monuments of Trier, which are indissociable from
the Christian monuments built successively on their ruins,
deserve to be included on the World Heritage List on the basis of
criteria I, III, IV and VI.

Criterion I. The Porta Nigra, which is an enormous fortified
gate built of large stones, flanked by two semi-circular four-
storey towers, 1is a unique achievement of 2nd century Roman
architecture. The remains of the choir and the cloister of the
two-level church built within its walls by Archbishop Poppo
between 1034 and 1042 further enhance the monument.

Criterion III. Trier bears exceptional testimony to Roman
civilisation due to the density and the guality of the monuments
preserved : the bridge, the remains of the fortified wall,
thermae, amphitheatre, storehouses, etc. Funeral art, as
demonstrated by the nomination of the Igel Column, and the
craftsmanship of potters, glassworkers and minters flourished
particularly. -

Criterion 1IV. Trier, along with Istanbul, is the example of a
large Roman capital after the division of the Empire. The remains
of the imperial palace, in addition to the Aula Palatina and the
imperial thermae (the largest of the Roman Empire after those of
Diocletian and Caracalla in Rome) are impressive 1in their
enormity. Under the north basilica (now the Cathedral), the
decoration of a painted ceiling, where members of the imperial
family (Helena and Fausta ?) appear to be identifiable, also
bears testimony to the Aulic character of the architecture.

Criterion VI. Trier is directly and tangibly associated with one
of the major events of human history, Constantine's march against
Maxence in 312, which was a prelude to the Edict of Milan (313)
and which meant the recognition of Christianity as the official
religion of the Roman Empire.

B) RECOMMANDATION DE L'ICOMOS

Que le bien culturel propose soit inscrit sur la Liste du
Patrimoine mondial au titre des criteres I, III, IV et VI.

C) JUSTIFICATION

Parfois appelee "la seconde Rome", Tréves ne peut prétendre a ce
titre avant le partage de 1'Empire par Dlocletlen (286) et
l'institution de 1la Tetrarchie (293). Mais, des avant cette
epogue, la ville romaine fondee sous le nom de Colonia Augusta
Treverorum (du nom de la peuplade gauloise des Trevires, soumise
par Cesar) avait connu un developpement remarguable. Le noyau
initial de ©plan colonial, dont les insulae regulleres avaient
ete construites _pour 1la plupart sous le regne de Claude (41-54
Ap.J.C.) etait a ce point dllate, vers le milieu du Ile siecle,
gu'une enceinte de 6.500 metres de périmétre, fortifiee de plus
de 47 tours, fut alors construite pour englober les quartiers
artisanaux et 1les premiers thermes, au sud, 1°' amphltheatre bati
dans le prolongement = du decumanus maximus a l'est et,
vraisemblablement, deja un hippodrome. Dans le meme temps, un
pont en gres et en basalte etait construit sur la Moselle, dans
le prolongement ouest du decumanus,pour remplacer un ouvrage
anterieur dont les fondations ont ete retrouvees.

A l'exterieur de 1l'enceinte du IIe siecle, et principalement au
nord et au sud, d'importantes zones de necropoles ne tarderent
pas a se developper : les steles et les cippes du Rheinisches
Landesmuseum, le monument d'Igel, tombeau de la famille de
drapiers des Secundinii conserve in situ dans ce petit village,
au sud-ouest de Treves, attestent tout a la fois la richesse de
la ville, grande place commerciale qui envoyait ses marchands a
Milan, a Lyon, a Bordeaux et l'existence d'une ecole regionale de
sculpture fortement caracterisee.
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C'est entre 258 et 268, lorsque Postume y fixa sa residence pour
faire face aux menaces des Francs et des Alamans sur le limes,
que Treves fit pour la premiere fois figure de capitale. En s'y
installant , Constance Chlore, maltre de 1la Bretagne et des
Gaules depuis le partage de 293, sanctionne plus durablement ce
choix ¢ 1la reconstruction de la cite, dont 1le nom devient
Treveris, est alors entreprise selon un programme ambitieux que
Constantin developpe ‘~apres 306 : l'amphitheltre et les thermes
restaures, le Circus maximus, les divers vestiges d'un immense
palais imperial” pour 1la construction duquel plusieurs insulae

furent rasees, temoignent d'un choix politique dellbere, ne de

l'equilibre nouveau instaure par la Tetrarchie.

La fondation de Constantlnople en 330 ne_peut_ falre oubller cette
donnee essentielle. C'est d'ailleurs a Treves que Constantin
avait fonde, en 326, pour commemorer ses vingt ans de pouvoir,
les deux Dbasiliques Jjumelles dont la Cathedrale et Notre-Dame
perpetuent le souvenir. Apres la mort du grand empereur en 337,
Treves fut encore la réesidence de son fils Constantin 11, puis de
Valentinien et de Gratien. Capitale de l'Empire, Tréves etait
egalement le siege de la Prefecture des Gaules, immense
circonscription administrative qui s'etendait du limes germanicus
a l'Atlantique et du mur d'Hadrien a la Mauritanie Tingitane. A
la Cour, a la prefecture, se pressaient des provinciaux venus du
Midi, tel le bordelais Ausone, confident de Gratien. Des le regne
de Constantin, le role primordial de Treéves dans la diffusion du
christianisme s 'etait affirme : Lactance Y etait mort vers 325,
apres avoir ete le precepteur du prince heritier Crlspus, Saint
Jerome, Saint Ambroise et Saint Martin de Tours y sejournerent.
De grands prelats originaires 4d°' Aquitaine, Maximin, Paulin,
Leonce, assurerent le renom du siege episcopal fonde en 328 par
Agricius d'Antioche.

Les invasions des Goths furent le signal du déclin de Treves : la
capitale imperiale fut transferee a Milan, la Prefecture des
Gaules en Arles. Mais la continuite historique est fortement
marquee dans 1l'evolution de 1la ville. Le plan se conforme
toujours a 1l'organisation urbaine du IIe siecle, avec les grands
axes du cardo (Simeonstrasse) et du decumanus (pont); les
monuments principaux ont longtemps conserve leur fonction comme
1'Aula palatina ou Constantin donnait audience, devenue le
palatium des comtes francs avant de tomber vers 1200 au_pouvoir

des eveques de Treves qui, princes- electeurs, 1ncorporerent en
1615-1647 cette grande salle a leur palais. D'autres ont change
de forme, mais non d'affectation: les deux basiliques

constantiniennes, reconstruites presque integralement entre le
XIe et le XIIIe siecles, fossilisent en quelque sorte le centre
religieux primitif dont 1l'emplacement n'a pas_ varie. Toutefois,
la plupart des monuments "palens" ont ete sauves de la ruine par
leur reaffectation a 1l'eépoque mediévale : ainsi 1les horrea
(grenlers), englobes par le couvent de Sainte-Irmina, et surtout
la celebre Porta Nigra, transformee en eglise au Xle siecle.

L'ensemble des monuments romains de Treves, indissociable des
monuments chrétiens qui se sont succedes sur leurs ruines, merite
d'etre inscrit sur 1la Liste du Patrimoine mondial au titre des
criteres I, III, IV et VI.



Critere I. La Porta Nigra, enorme porte fortifiée en grand
appareil flanquee de deux tours semi-circulaires a quatre niveaux
est une realisation unique de 1'architecture romaine du IIe
siecle. Les vestiges du choeur et du cloltre de l'église a deux
niveaux construits dans ses murs par 1' archeveque Poppo entre
1034 et 1042 ajoutent a l'interet du monument.

Critere III. Treves apporte un temoignage exceptionnel sur la
civilisation romaine par la densite et la qualite des monuments
conserves : pont, restes de 1l'enceinte fortifiee, ‘thermes,
amphitheatre, greniers, etc.. L'art funéraire =-dont temoigne dans
la proposition d'inscription 1la colonne d'lIgel- les productions
artisanales des potiers, des verriers et des monnayeurs y ont
brille d'un eclat particulier. ’

Critere IV. Tréeves est, au méme titre qu'Istanbul, l'exemple
d'une grande capitale romaine apres la division de 1'Empire : les
restes du Palais impérial, avec 1'Aula palatina et les thermes
imperiaux (les plus vastes de 1'Empire romain apres ceux de
Diocletien et de Caracalla a Rome) frappent par leur gigantisme.
Sous la basilique nord (actuelle cathéedrale) 1le decor d'un
plafond peint, ou l'on croit identifier des membres de la famille
1mper1ale (Helene et Fausta ?) tem01gne lui aussi du caractere
aulique de l'architecture.

Critere VI. Tréves est directement et materiellement associee a
un des evenements majeurs de l'histoire humaine : la marche de
Constantin contre Maxence en 312, prélude a l1'edit de Milan (313)
gqui equivaut a la reconnaissance du christianisme comme religion
d'etat dans 1'Empire romain.
