Taxila est un vaste ensEmble de rwne qUl.

~ et au-dessus de Giri, des IYOsquees Musul­
manes et des Medressas d'epoque Medievale.

C) JUSTIFICATION 

Taxila is a vast cx:xrplex of ruins which 
includes a Mesolithic cave (Khanpur cave), 
4 settlement sites, a number of Buddhist 
nonasteries of various periods and above 
Giri, M:)slem nosques and madrassahs of 
the rredieval period. 
By far the nost universally :rreaningful of 
the ruins are the 4 settlement sites 
(Saraidala, Bhir, Sirkap and Sirsukh). A 
study of these ruins reveals the pattern 
of the Urban evolution on the Indian sub­
continent through nore than 5 centuries. 
The Bhir nound is the earliest historic 
ci ty of ~axila and was probably founded 
in the 6th century B.C. by the Achae­
rrenians. Stone walls, house foundations 
and winding streets represent the earlies 
fonus of urbanization on the sub-conti­
nent. Sirkap was a fortified city founded 
during the mid-2nd century B.C. The rrany 
private houses, stupas and temples are 
laid out on the Hellenistic grid system 
and shaN the strong western classical 

• influence on local architecture. The

D) EI'AT DE CONSERVATION 

Le site de Taxila est situe dans une region 
tres industrialisee a environ I krn • d I une 
usine d I annements. Taxila, protege par Ie 
Gouvernanent du Pakistan est en bon etat de 
conservation mais il est logique que les 4 
sites d'habitation soient fouilles jusqu'a 
leurs fondations. 
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city was destroyed in the 1st century A.D. 
by the Kushanas, a central Asian tribe. 'Ib 
the North, excavations of the ruins of the 
Kushana city of Sirsukh have brought to 
light an irregular rectangle of walls in 
ashlar masonry with ro1..Ulded bastions. This 
wall attests to the early influence of 
Central Asian architectural fonus on those 
of the sub-continent. Being the only site 
of this unique inp:)rtance on the Indian 
sub-continent, alone, qualifies Taxila for 
inclusion on the WOrld Heritage List under 
criterion 3. In addition to this, the Bihr 
rround is associated with the historic event 
of the triumphant entry of Alexander the 
Great into Taxila, thus bringing Taxila 
under criterion 6. 

D) STATE OF PRESERVATION 

The site of Taxila is located in an area 
of heavy industry about one kilorreter from 
an armaments factory. Taxila is in good 
condition and under the protection of the 
Pakistan gove:rnrrent but it is pertinent that 
the site of the 4 settlerrents be re-excavated 
do.vn to their first foundations.
