Aujourd'hui, lilltplantation d'uncarrple .... 
xe tourlstique a proximL tei:rTrnediate du 
si te (1968-73) a rendu aux ruines une vie 
nouvelle. Mais cette occupation du terrain 
a contribue a amenuiser les reseL~s ar­
cheologiques et en partictilier les necro­
poles I msuffisamrent fouillees. 

En appuyant la denande d t l.DSc:l'lption 
de Tipasa sur laListe du Pa trmoine fun­
dial au titre des crl te.res III et IV I 
I! IooIDS formule deux r'eco1t1lrandations: 

rrodest irrplantation was enclosed by a 
gigantic wall, 2,300 m. in length. 'Illis 
ra:rrpart, which ,is. flanked by square and 
Circular t.aNe:.cs r includes three main 
ports of which two are preceded by semi­
circular fortifications carrparable to 
those found' .in' Gaul and in Genrania. 
WHhinthis encelnte, are important buil­
dings' situated in the original core of 
the . city and' in its new quarters: the 
Forum,the Curia, the Capitelium, two tear 
pIes I an arrphitheatre, a nynphaeum, a 
theatre and baths. 'Ille irrpressi ve ruins 
of ci.vic buildings are set in the centre 
of a tight. network of private houses, 
decorated W'l. th paintings and nosaics, 
carrnercial warehouses and industrial es­
tablishIrents of the 2nd and 3rd centuries. 

Tipasa, which was christianized at the 
beg1nning of the 3rd century and subse­
quently becaxre a bishopric, includes as 
well nurrerous buildings of the Christian 
cul t : an imrense. seven~naved basilica 
of the 4th century whose central nave 

was sillxli vised thereafter and a. baptistry, 
based on a circular.plan, were placed 

.' intra. muros to the west on the hill of 
Ras Knissia. Beyond the enceinte, a vast 
christian necropolis spreads out around 
a £IID:::u:-ary chapel which the bishop Ale­
xander constructed as a resting place 
for his predecessors. 

Across f to the east, are located the 
basilica of Saint Peter and Saint Paul 
and, on the hill" of SaUlt Salsa, the tomb 
and ·,the church dedicated to this rrartyr, 
which becarre the object of a pilgrima.ge 
ar-ound whlch another necropolis developed. 

'Ihe vandal invasion of the 430 I s elld not­
ma:rk the definitive end of Tipasa I s pros­
peri.ty f but, the c1 ty, which was recon­
quered by the Byzantines in 534, fell ~nto 
a decline in the 6th century fram which it 
never recovered. ' 

Today I the developrrent of a tourist c0m­

plex wi thin the imnecli.ate proxirni ty of the 
site (1968-1973) has brought a new life to 
the ruins. But f this land exploitation has 
contributed to a reduction of the archaeo­
logical reserves, in particular the necro­
poles, which have not been sufficiently 
exca:va ted.
