WORLD HERITAGE YOUTH FORUM REGULATIONS

1 – Participants of the Forum are young people between 18 and 22 years of age in all states of Brazil as well as invited Portuguese and Spanish-speaking countries, who had their projects chosen by the organizing committee, as described on the site www.patrimoniojovem.com.br  

2 - Entries are made on the site www.patrimoniojovem.com.br, Link REGISTRATIONS, and are individual. Each entry must be accompanied by a project that addresses the recovery and / or dissemination of Natural and Cultural Heritage (material or immaterial), which may have the support of teachers and  prepared by a group of students. However, it should always have a single representative who will complete the registration form and forward the project.
 
3 - Application forms and related projects should be delivered by July 5, 2010 till 12:00h, and the result with the name of the chosen ones will be published on the website on July 5, 2010.

4 - The selected participants and projects may be replaced or cancelled at the discretion of the organizing committee in case of impediments: legal / disease / withdrawal and in case there is no acceptance of this policy.

5 - The directors of the Forum may extend the deadline for registration of projects and if so, it will be released in the last minute of the registration deadline.
 
6 - Projects will be selected from all Brazilian states (one project per state) and also a project for guest country. The directors of the Forum may also choose a second project and its representative to attend Forum for the case of any State in Brazil does not submit a project that deserves to be chosen. 

7 - The selected students will take part in official activities of the Forum from 16 July to 26 July 2010, in the cities of Foz do Iguaçu (PR), São Miguel das Missões (RS), Goiás (GO) and Brasília (DF) and follow the route and means of transportation / lodging / food provided by the organizing committee of the event, which will bear all these costs.

Food: Lunch and Dinner. 

Personal accident insurance. 

NOTE: The organizing committee may at its criteria, replace or change the means of transport / accommodation / food, when the supply is unable to meet these, or due to climate change, or anything to impede the continuity of the event. 

8 - The young participants must present themselves in possession of identity card or passport (Brazilian and Mercosur countries) and passport (for foreigners too) to the representative of the organizers of the event, till July, 16 2010 in Foz do Iguaçu (PR). Members of the Event Organizing Committee will welcome the selected students and will take them to the hosting site and start programme. 

9 - Expenses such as telephone calls, taxis, laundry, snacks, toiletries, extra drinks and everything that is not previously included in the schedule, shall be responsibility of each participant. 

10 - All young people chosen will receive a participation diploma and a medal of honor in the event. 

11 - A jury will select the three best projects, which will receive the awards HI - Christina Cameron, whose values should be applied on the viability of the project presented. 

12 - The event has its deadline on July 25, in the opening of the 34th World Conference of UNESCO and every young person should return to their hometowns from the day following the Conference. 

13 - The doubts and disagreement complaints from participants of this Forum will be settled by the event organizers, who will have complete sovereignty in decisions. 
  
14 - The Court of Brasilia is hereby given as the place for understanding between the participant and the organizers of the event. 

15 - It is the sole responsibility of the World Heritage Youth Forum the fulfillment of all conditions set out in these Regulations.
