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Second UNESCO Sub-Regional Workshop on a Serial Nomination for

SAMARKAND STATEMENT

Background

The idea of preparing a serial nomination for rock art sites in Central Asia arose out of the
2005 World Heritage Periodic Reporting cycle where States Parties identified such a
nomination as a follow-up action. The first subregional meeting of Central Asian States
Parties convened in Bishkek in 2008 adopted an Action Plan and Timetable with the view
of achieving progress in the preparation of a serial nomination. In 2009 a Central Asian
expert meeting in Samarkand considered the scientific methodology for the nomination
and recommended a typological classification.

The work on the nomination is also informed by an international meeting in 2010 in
Switzerland to consider general issues about serial World Heritage nominations which are
relevant to the rock art nomination.

Participants of the workshop, representing States Parties of the Wold Heritage Convention
(Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, Uzbekistan, Iran and Mongolia) and
international organizations studied the “Working Paper”, ICOMOS’ “Rock Art: Pre-
nomination Guidelines”, the draft “Central Asian Rock Art Thematic Study” and a brief
framework document “Central Asian Steppe Civilization”, as well as visited the
Sarmishsay Rock Art site in the Navoi Region of Uzbekistan, and agree upon:

1.  Priority for Nominations

1.1 The workshop participants will continue work on the preparation of a serial
nomination and smaller serial nominations, not excluding the possibility of
individual nominations. In the case of similarities of Outstanding Universal Value of
proposed individual properties in the region, they will be considered within the
framework of possible serial nominations.

1.2 While the geo-cultural context has been initially studied in order to formulate the
Outstanding Universal Value of a serial nomination, it is recommended further
research be undertaken to develop this context.

2.  Platform for Cooperation

2.1 The International Institute for Central Asian Studies (IICAS, a UNESCO Category II
institute) constitutes an appropriate platform for regional cooperation. In this regard,
it is suggested to IICAS it:

e continue to support development of regional research on possible serial
nominations;

s continue to promote scientific cooperation on Central Asian rock art in the
context of possible serial nominations; and

e lead the development of any comparative studies related to possible serial
nominations.



2.2 When required by States Parties of the World Heritage Convention, UNESCO and
the World Heritage Center are asked to support the updating and harmonizing of
Tentative Lists of countries, and in the preparation of the possible serial nominations.

3. Thematic Frameworks for establishing Outstanding Universal Value and
Expert Assessment of OUV

3.1 ICOMOS is asked to finalise the Central Asian rock art thematic study as soon as
possible.

3.2 State Parties are encouraged to develop geo-cultural frameworks relevant to possible
rock art nominations.

3.3 It is noted State Parties are required to develop comparative analyses relevant to
possible nominations, in accordance with the Operational Guidelines. State Parties
are asked to keep in mind the possibility of cooperation in the development of
comparative analyses in the context of possible serial nominations.

4. Documentation Standards

4.1 It is recommended to continue activity initiated in the framework of the Central Asia
Rock Art Database (CARAD), especially to recognise the different cultural and
natural contexts for rock art.

4.2 It is recommended CARAD be expanded to include the assessment of heritage value.

43 Tt is recommended CARAD be made more accessible for relevant researchers,
eventually through the platform of IICAS and including the Internet;

4.4 The workshop participants recognise that all World Heritage nominations need to
meet the documentation requirements of the Operational Guidelines.

5.  Conservation, Management and Presentation

5.1 The workshop participants acknowledge the necessity of further development of
expertise, experience exchange and capacity-building of experts of the region in the
field of conservation, management and presentation of sites, through field work,
seminars, and other means.

5.2 It is recommended general approaches and overarching management principles for
management of possible serial nominations be developed.
