Proposals and comments:

In the XII International Symposium, dedicated this year to Conservation of Human World Natural and Cultural Heritage, held from September 19-22th. 2012 at Hotel Park Monfragüe in Extremadura (Spain), the working groups had been divided into three tables with different themes. Below is a summary of each.

Topic: Agenda for World Heritage education

After the sharing of ideas and opinions, the board concluded that these were some of the main points to be included in the Agenda for World Heritage education:

• Input on the agenda of regulated education curriculum educational content about world heritage.

• Train teachers on issues of world heritage by providing information and educational resources necessary to carry out its mission.

• Design specific tour packages that include visits of world heritage sites.

• To promote cultural exchange between cities and world heritage sites, with a focus on the academic and cultural associations.

• Institutionalize the "World Heritage Day" in localities with World Heritage, promoting educational activities, participation and advocacy.

• Develop innovative methods for defining and knowledge of world heritage.

Topic: Awareness

We propose several action items based on the reflections above: 
• The protection requires the mass dissemination of information and awareness amoung the population.
• This campaign should be aimed at raising awareness and promoting the cultural heritage values ​​of the specific area.

• The visibility of heritage is very necessary for the preservation of culture. Throughout the Symposium we learn that in many parts of Spain and Latin America have seen a great ignorance and indifference to wealth by citizenship; therefore, it is imperative to consider the development of strategies to raise awareness of cultural property.

• It is vital involvement of the residents in protecting their heritage. The involvement of citizens is vital in the protection of heritage.

Action items:
(Incorporate equity  in project stages 
( Culturally sensitive projects 
( Organize different tours to heritage sites for citizens.
Edit publications and brochures for citizens, emphasizing schools and teachers.

It is essential that these strategies are consolidated and long-lasting and adaptable to new realities.

Topic: Crafts and training for care and preservation of World Cultural and Natural Heritage. 

It is essential to base the selection of cultural and/or natural on the basis of collaborative dialogue with communities and relevant stakeholders.  

We identified two fundamental points as the basis of this dialogue:

1. In the start of the project, it is necessary that stakeholders are aware of the heritage value of the property in question, as well as its universal significance. It is not to impose preconceived notions about the value of goods, but to allow the values to emerge during the dialogue process.

2. Once stakeholders have understood the value said goods, it is necessary to produce and provide socio-economic tools to express its value. To do this one of the key tools is the formation of those actors. In this sense, there are two different ways to generate the means of production and / or quality of the goods and / or services related to the property and its conservation. Namely:

a) Employee-focused training. This training will be adapted by the sector that employs (hotel, travel agency employees, tour guides, etc.).

b) Tailored training  to be directed to small and medium entrepreneurs. It is essential to valorize and listen to the needs of these entrepreneurs and foment solutions in order to increase the domestic and global competitiveness...

Another aspect that board members must keep in mind for competitiveness and training of stakeholders in new technologies is to facilitate their access to information networks to allow for reduced costs for access to the global market. Telecommunications companies (Telefónica) are critical to the success of this stage and process.
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
