Resolution of the International Seminar for Representatives of Religious
Organizations involved in the Management and Use of World Heritage
Properties of Religious Interest
(Moscow, 15-16 May, 2013)

For the purpose of developing dialogue between organizations involved in the
management and use of World Heritage properties of religious interest, agencies in
charge of protecting historical and cultural monuments, and other interested
parties, an international seminar for representatives of religious organizations
involved in the management and use of World Heritage properties of religious
interest took place on 15-16 May 2013, in Moscow and in Sergiyev Posad
(Moscow Oblast), at the request of the World Heritage Committee and within the
framework of the UNESCO Initiative on Heritage of Religious Interest.

The seminar was held at the Novodevichy Convent and the Trinity Sergius Lavra,
both World Heritage properties of religious interest that have been turned over to
the Russian Orthodox Church.

Representatives of the World Heritage Centre, the International Secretariat of
ICOMOS and CIS member-states, as well as representatives of the Russian
Orthodox Church, federal and regional agencies for the protection of historical and
cultural monuments, the National Commission of the Russian Federation for
UNESCO, the museum community, as well as social and technical expert
organizations for the protection of cultural heritage participated in the seminar.

The main objectives of the seminar were:

- the dissemination of information regarding the Convention Concerning the
Protection of the World Cultural and Natural Heritage of 1972 and the
increase of participation by religious organizations in fulfilling the
requirements of this international convention;

- the analysis of the current system of cooperation between religious
organizations, federal and regional governmental authorities, and local
governmental organizations;

- the review of factual and analytical data on protection issues for World
Heritage properties of religious interest;

- the definition of the basic problems faced in the management and protection
of existing World Heritage properties of religious interest;

- the exchange of experience on cooperation on World Heritage issues
between religious organizations and other stakeholders.
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The seminar participants, having considered the issues of preservation, use, and
State protection of World Heritage properties of religious interest:

Noted the recent success in the improvement of the quality of actions undertaken
for the preservation of World Heritage properties that have been turned over to
religious organizations;

Acknowledged the importance of the World Heritage Committee’s decision and
UNESCO?’s Initiative concerning development by the World Heritage Centre and
Advisory Bodies (ICOMOS, ICCROM, IUCN) of a thematic paper providing
general guidance to States Parties regarding the management of their cultural and
natural heritage of religious interest.;

Took note of the necessity for continuity on issues of protection of World Heritage
properties that were previously managed by museums and were turned over to
religious organizations in the Russian Federation;

Emphasized that religious organizations may fully perform the function of
management organizations with regard to the World Heritage properties under
their care, in conjunction with the state agencies responsible for coordination,
oversight and protection of cultural heritage;

Confirmed the joint responsibility of State and religious organizations involved in
the management of World Heritage properties of religious interest to fulfil the
requirements of the Convention Concerning the Protection of the World Cultural
and Natural Heritage of 1972 ;

Noted the working timelines on the draft law “Regarding the introduction of
changes and amendments to the Federal Law ‘Regarding cultural heritage
elements (historical and cultural monuments) of the peoples of the Russian
Federation’ (as part of the establishment of a procedure for the completion of
international requirements arising from the Convention Concerning the Protection
of the World Cultural and Natural Heritage of 1972)”, and supported the presented
revision, proposing to add an addition amendment to the paragraph in the draft
law, mentioning that the choice of the organization in charge of managing World
Heritage properties turned over to religious organizations should take into account
the opinion of these organizations;

Supported the proposal regarding the necessity of normative reinforcement of the
practice of joint use of World Heritage properties by museums and religious
organizations;

Acknowledged that this type of seminar may be used as a model for future seminars
for representatives of religious organizations involved in the management of World
Heritage properties of religious interest worldwide, in order to enhance the
constructive dialogue between stakeholders and organise an exchange of
experiences and discussions of current problems related to the management and
use of such sites;
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Recalled that, with regard to World Heritage properties of religious interest, it is
necessary to observe the Management Requirements for the implementation of the
Convention Concerning the Protection of the World Cultural and Natural Heritage
of 1972, particularly concerning the protection of the Outstanding Universal Value
of World Heritage properties, their authenticity and integrity, to provide reports
and take the appropriate measures for the protection of such properties;

Took note of the necessity to develop a capacity-building system and to improve
the qualifications of the managers of sites of religious interest in areas where the
Convention Concerning the Protection of the World Cultural and Natural Heritage
of 1972 applies.

In fulfilment of the above, and taking into consideration the decisions of the World
Heritage Committee adopted at its 36th session in Saint-Petersburg in 2012, the
participants called for the creation of a coordinating council for activities
concerning the World Heritage properties of religious interest in the Russian
Federation, with the participation of the Russian Orthodox Church, the Russian
Ministry of Culture and other interested parties.

Participants of the seminar came to the conclusion that the protection of cultural
heritage sites of religious interest for future generations requires a constructive
dialogue between all stakeholders. Moreover, they concluded that this international
seminar was a major step towards better cooperation mechanisms between State
and religious organizations for the preservation of World Heritage properties of
religious interest.
