Report
on the an International training workshop for the religious
representatives involved in the management and use of the World Heritage
properties of religious interest

In order to develop a dialogue between organizations involved in the
management and use of the World Heritage properties of religious interest,
protection authorities of historical and cultural monuments and other concerned
parties, at the request of the World Heritage Committee and as part of the Initiative
of UNESCO World Heritage Centre on the heritage of religious interest on the 15-
16 May 2013 in Moscow and Sergiev Posad, an International training workshop
for the religious representatives involved in the management and use of the World
Heritage properties of religious interest took place.

The workshop was held in the Moscow Novodevichy Monastery and the
Holy Trinity St. Sergius Lavra - World Heritage sites of religious interest,
transferred for use of the Russian Orthodox Church. These outstanding monuments
of Russian architecture are valuable not only as an architectural and artistic
ensembles, but also as an existing and emerging centers of spiritual life, they are an
example of a constructive dialogue between the church, the museum community
and the preservation authorities.

Representatives from the World Heritage Centre, ICOMOS International
Secretariat, CIS, Russian Orthodox Church, federal and regional authorities of
historical and cultural monuments, the Commission of the Russian Federation for
UNESCO, the museum community, the public and expert organizations in the field
of cultural heritage, the Armenian Apostolic Orthodox Church, Metropolitan of
Chisinau and Moldova, Reams Catholic Church of the Republic of Belarus took
part in the workshop.

Participation in the workshop of representatives from a wide range of
organizations related to the conservation, management and promotion of World
Heritage sites of religious interest, indicates a high degree of interest in activities
of that format.

During the workshop, presentations were made by the participants about the
experience of the use of specific religious sites. Apart from speeches from the
representatives of the religious community there were also speakers from the
museums and preservation authorities. Positive trends in recent years in the
restoration and preservation of religious sites were mentioned. Participants
highlighted the need for concerted efforts of all interested parties and the need for



organizing the exchange of experiences between religious organizations and
museums. WHC and ICOMOS experts made presentations on a wide range of
issues related to the implementation of the international obligations of State Parties
to the Convention on the Protection of the World Cultural and Natural Heritage of
1972 (periodic reporting, the definition of the Outstanding Universal Value of the
site, the authenticity as one of its key characteristics, etc.)

The Workshop participants - representatives of the CIS spoke about different
problems encountered in the preservation of religious sites in their states.

The Workshops speakers had repeatedly mentioned the need to improve the
legal and regulatory framework of the World Heritage issues in the Russian
Federation. Considering the above, the Ministry of Culture of Russia presented a
discussion aimed at bringing Russian legislation into compliance with international
instruments, particularly the Convention on the Protection of the World Cultural
and Natural Heritage of 1972.

The Workshop adopted a resolution, which outlines the main findings of the
event and several suggestions for seminar topics, in particular, the establishment of
a coordinating council to work with the World Heritage sites of religious interest
with the participation of representatives of the Russian Orthodox Church, the
Russian Ministry of Culture and other stakeholders.
