The Government, through the Permanent Mission of Mexico to UNESCO, invited
the States Parties of the Region of Central America and the Caribbean, to send to
the General Director of UNESCO Certificates of accession to the Agreement and
manifest participate in the activities of the Institute. Once you have obtained most
accessions shall be calling a meeting for the integration of the Board.

In the latest report sent to us, the Directorate General of UNESCO received 8
Certificates of Accession of the 20 states of the region.
