C) JUSTIFICATION 

On the eastern ooast of India, 
south of the 1-1ahanadi Delta, is the Brah­
nan terrple of &marak (which is still spel 
led as Kona.rk or Konarka), one of the most 
famous Bralman sanctuaries of Asia. Built 
ca. 1250 under the reign of the king Nara­
singha Deva (1238-1264), it naiks the apo­
gee of the wave of foundations dedicated 
to the sun-g::>d Sw:ya. 

Against the rorizon, on the san­
dy shore, where the rising sun ererges 
from the waters of the Gulf of Bengal, 
stands the terrple, built of stone and - ... 
strictly oriented to penni t the first rays 
of the sun to strike its principal entry; . 
it is a non'LlllEIltal representa-t::ion of the 
chariot of Surya pulled by a team of seven 
horses (six of which still exist and are 
placed on either side of the stai:rwa.y lea­
ding to the sanctuary) • On the rorth and 
·south sides, 24 wheels of nearly three ne­
ters in dianeter, lavishly sculpted with 
symbolic motives referring to the cycle of

Like nany Indian t.enples, ~ 
cx:mprises several distinct and well or­
ganized spatial units. '!he vinana, or 
principal sanctl.BrY, was surncunted by 
a high tcMer with a sikkara which was 
razed in the 19th century; to the east, 
the jahanogana (or aulienoe hall) pre­
sently daninates the ruins with its py­
ramidal mass, the original effect. Fur- _ 
ther to the east, the nat:nandir (or dan­
ce hall), today without roofing, rises 
on a high platform. Various slbsidiazy 
structures are still found wi thin the 
enclosed area of the rectangular wall, 
which is punctuated by its gates and 
towers. 

ICCM:>S recarmends the jnclusion 
of the tenple of :&marak on the Vbrld 
lEi tage List based on criteria I, 1I1 
and VI. 
- criterion I : a unique artistic achieve­
ment. The tenple has raised up those 
lovely legends which are affiliated eve­
rywhere with absolute w:nxs of art : its 
oonstru:::tion caused the Il'Obilization of -
1,200 w:::nxers for 12 years. '!he archite :, 
Bisu M:::>harana, having left his birthplact:: 
to devote hiIrself to his \\Orlc, becane 
the father of a son while he was away. . .. 
This son, in his turn, became part of th 
\\Orkshop and after having oonstructed 
the cup:>la of the terrple, mich his fa- -
ther was tmable to oomplete, i.rmplated 
himself by junping into space. 
- criterion III: FOnarak is an outst.c...­
ding testinony to the 13th century king...!. 
rom of Orissa. 
- criterion VI : directly and rraterially 
linked to the Bralman beliefs, FOnarak -
is the invaluable link in the histo:ry of 
the diffusion of the cult of Surya, which 
originating in Eashmir during the VIllth 
century, finally reached the sb:)res of 
Eastern India.
