C) JUSTIFICATION 

In its present appearance, this part of 
the town with its traditional wooden 
buildings perpetuates the rerrernbrance of 
one of the oldest large trading port of 
northern Europe and the only trading post 
outside of the Hanseatic League whose 
original structures remain wi thin the 
city limits and cityscape. 

Founded in about 1070 by king Olav the 
Peaceful (Olav Kyrre), the port of Bergen 
was initially a possession of the old 
NonJegian aristocracy vmich had acquired 
a rronopoly on fish trading. The sagas, 
such as that of king Sverre (ca. 1180) 
already spoke of the Bryggen district, 
as t.."1e base of patrician nerchants. About 
1350, the pcMerful Ha'1Seatic League 
gained control of Bergen and a food 
packing trade was established not long 
afterwards. The Bryggen district owes 
its physi~ to the Gennan colonists. 
It is characterized by the construction 
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doit sa physionanie, caract€risee par 
l' inplantation de files de batinents

Ce quartier ou sont inscri tes les traces 
d'une organisation sociale de l'espace 
reroc>ntant au XIV€n"e siecle subit, au 
cours des siecles plusieurs sinistres, 
les incendies de 1476 et 1702 oorrptant 
panni les plus desastreux. Toujours 
reconstruit confonnenent au plan d'ori­
gine et selon des techniques tradi tion­
nelles, il garde toutefois une allure 
m€dievale. En 1955, un nouvel incendie 
a porte gravarent atteinte a l' integri te 
de Bryggen, dont un tiers environ a ete 
detruit.

of buildings along the narrow streets 
running parallel to the· docks. 

The urban unit revolves around a court­
yard (the Gttd), which is a:mron to 
several three-level wooden houses whose 
gabled facades and lateral walls are 
covered with shingles as are the roofs. 
Toward the back of the ~d, there is 
a small warehouse or storeroom (kjellere) 
of stone which protects the area against 
fire. This repetitive structure was 
adapted to the living conditions of the 
colonists of the Hanseatic trading post. 

The GenTIan rrerchants, who were bachelors, 
took up winter residence in the small 
individual wooden houses, and the store­
roans were used as individual or collec -
ti ve warehouses. A true colony, Bryggen 
enjoyed quasi-extraterritoriality which 
continued on beyond the departure of the 
Hanseatics until the creation of a Nor­
wegian trading post in 1754 on the iIrpetus 
of fisherrren and ship owners qf Gennan 
origin. 

This quarter which' bears the traces of 
social organization of space going back 
to the 14th century suffered damage over 
the centuries, sore of the IlDSt devasta­
ting of which being the fires of 1476 
and 1702. The quarter nevertheless retains 
a madieva.l appearance due to the fact that 
it was always reconstructed in accordance 
with the original plan and using tradi ti­
onal techniques. In 1955 another fire dj~d 
extensive damage to the city as a wholt 
one-third of which was destroyed. Follo­
wing this last catastrophe, the ranaining 
58 houses were carefully restored and 
rrethodical excavations revealed various 
levels of occupation of the quarter, fran 
the 12th to the 18th century. On this par­
ticular occasion, the variations of the 
seafront, which contrast with the inmuta­
bility of the land plot, were studied. 

In its present fonn, following the 1702 
fire, Bryggen, a hantonious ancient quarter, 
illustrates the use of space in a quarter 
of Hanseatic merchants. It is a type of 
northern "fondaco" un.equalled by even 
Lubeck and Novgorod. Bryggen can be inclu­
ded on the Vbrld Heritage List on the 
basis of criterion III.
