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PROMOTIONAL ACTIVITIES

1. As approved by the World Heritage Committee at its
eighteenth session, held in Phuket (December 1994), the Centre’s
promotional and educational activities in the past six months can
be summarized under two broad areas: (1) providing general public
information including electronic networking, interactive
multimedia, photo-exhibits, various publications, audio-visual
projects and on-site promotional activities; and (ii) World
Heritage awareness-building through schools and extracurricula
activities.

General public information

2. The Centre’s electronic information potential was upgraded
in terms of equipment (thanks to the grant received from the
National Federation of UNESCO Associations in Japan), content,
networking and training of the Centre’s staff. The Centre’s
database relating to the States Parties and their various World
Heritage activities has been reorganized and modernized, and will
soon be linked to databases of ICOMOS, IUCN, WCMC, OWHC and the
concerned units in UNESCO’s Secretariat. Since March, basic
information such as the Convention, Operational Guidelines, World
Heritage lists, reports of the Committee, the WH Newsletter,
reports of expert meetings, etc. are available on INTERNET, using
UNESCO’s Internet "gopher". Electronic links with the advisory
bodies will make more technical information available to users,
while at the same time enabling the Centre to identify experts
for specific areas through the network. Information on how States
Parties and other interested partners can use these new tools for
better management, protection and promotion of their properties,
will be provided by the Centre in the coming months.
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3. As mandated by the Committee, the Centre organized in
February a one-day consultation with the representatives of the
advisory bodies and relevant units of UNESCO’'s Secretariat,
notably CLT/CH, SC/ECO and HIT/CH, on the preparation of an
Expert Meeting on World Heritage Information Management, to be
held at UNESCO in September 1995. Subsequently, the Centre
prepared, in cooperation with consultants, a comprehensive
working document on the possible setting up of a decentralized
yet inteqrated World Heritage Information Network

(submitted to the Bureau as document INF.5) which is to be sent
out to the participants.

4. While carrying on with the production and distribution of
the usual information material such as the World Heritage folding
poster, the Newsletter, the World Heritage Diary (distribution
of 1995 and preparation of 1996), the following have been
introduced as a novelty: (a) the folding poster was produced in
2000 copies as a poster to be used in schools, and a large number
have been distributed to schools through the "Bergen Forum”; (b)
the Brief Descriptions of all sites, available in English and
French, are being prepared for wide distribution through INTERNET
and in standard form; (c) an interative multimedia CD-ROM on 103
cities with World Heritage properties has been produced in
cooperation with French and Spanish media partners, namely
MEDIACONCEPT (part of VETECOM/France Telecom), IS.SImedia,
EDICINCO and INCAFO, and UNESCO’s Publications Office (UPO); this
product, meant to be commercialized, was unveiled at the "Bergen
Forum" as one of the events to mark the 50th anniversary of
UNESCO; (d) a draft text for a multi-purpose modifiable World
Heritage information kit, to be distributed widely, has been
prepared 1in cooperation with UNESCO’'s Office for Public
Information (OPI) and is being submitted to the Bureau for
eventual comments/modifications before finalization.

5. Another contribution to the celebration of UNESCO’s 50th
anniversary is the itinerant photo exhibit presenting 103 old
towns/historic centres that are protected by the Convention.
Consisting of 108 plexiglass pannels with colour photos and
explanatory text in English, French and Spanish, this exhibit was
produced with the help of ICOMOS and the Organization of World
Heritage Cities, and first inaugurated in Bergen. It will be
presented later this year in Berlin (on the occasion of the World
Heritage Committee’s nineteenth session), Paris and other cities.

6. The Committee approved in Phuket a considerable sum for the
production, as part of this year’s 50th anniversary, of another
exhibit: "From Abou Simbel to Angkor", undertaken by the Sector
for Culture. According to information received from CLT/CH, a
Scientific Committee and a Technical Committee are in the process
of being formed, negotiations are underway with various
enterprises for possible extra-budgetary funds, and a number of
museums are studying the possibility of lending their artefacts
for the exhibit. Parallel to this, steps have been taken to
assure a prestigious place in Paris for this exhibit.
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7. In February, after a lengthy and accurate evaluation of the
different, competing projects, the World Heritage Centre signed
an agreement with a German group (that goes under the name of
"E.M" which includes ARD, ZDF, public televisions, F.A.
Brockhaus, the German Encyclopedia and other German-speaking
distributing networks) with the aim of cooperating in the
development and production of a series of fifteen-minute, 35mm
format films on UNESCO’s World Heritage. In return for servicing
fees, the Centre is providing assistance to the producers. The
Centre will be distributing such films in non-broadcast format
for its own in-house purposes or for educational purposes on a
non-profit making, non-exclusive basis. Furthermore, UNESCO is
entitled to use up to forty-five seconds of each film as well as
Up to seven minutes from the series as a whole for UNESCO public
relations purposes. The agreement has a two-year validity;
during this period "E-M" will produce 104 films. It is envisaged
that eventually the project will continue to include all the
sites on the World Heritage List. This project was officially
presented in Cannes in May 1995, at the MIP-TV, Europe’s largest
television fair.

8. It must be noted that our general policy has been, for
obvious reasons, not to issue exclusive rights for the filming
or photographing or reproduction of sites which are on the World
Heritage List. Our general policy is to bind the concession of
the use of the World Heritage logo (as well as the concession of
assistance that in many cases proves to be fundamental) to
special arrangements consisting mainly in the use for official
pburposes on the part of UNESCO of the material which is being
produced. This is why we are currently discussing other possible
arrangements which may prove to be interesting promotion-wise.

9. The publishing sector has been one of the key elements of
our promotional activity. Between the end of 1994 and this year,
there have been some revisions and changes - mostly influenced
by a stronger emphasis on the non-exclusivity principle - that
led to the signing of three main agreements on publication. Two
of them were concluded with Spanish firms, Plaza y Janés (an
associate of the German Bertelsmann publisher) and Planeta (a
Spanish-Italian company), for the publication of the Encyclopedia
of the World Heritage. In Germany, a third contract for a
similar Encyclopedia was signed with Stuttgart Verlaghaus (sv),
of the Bertelsmann group. This agreement could prove very
promising because SV has set up an accord with the German
Automobile Association for the sale of the Encyclopedia to its
members.

10. Other co-publication agreements involve INCAFO (Madrid) for
the publication of a tourist guide on World Heritage City sites,
the folding map/poster and the agenda. Furthermore, National
Panasonic chose for the second consecutive year to illustrate its
promotional calendar with World Heritage images on the basis of
a special arrangement with the Centre.

11. On December 1994 an agreement was signed by UNESCO and "La
Caixa" of Barcelona renewing and partially revising a previous
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agreement regarding "Patrimoine 2001". It foresees the
continuation of a highly qualified photographic archive of the
properties on the World Heritage List. The work will take some
time to be completed since only about thirty sites can be
photographed in a year. The activity of the internationally known
Paris-based Gamma Agency, which 1is in charge of the
implementation of the project, is made possible by the active
collaboration of the States Parties which we duly inform, when
necessary, prior to each photographic mission. It is expected
that "Patrimoine 2001" helps UNESCO, and the World Heritage in
particular, to promote, free of charge, the Organization’s image
through publications, books and photographic exhibitions. 1In
order to better represent UNESCO’s interests in this project, a
Directors’ Committee has been set up in which both UNESCO's
Publishing Office and the World Heritage Centre are represented.

World Heritage Awareness-building through Schools

12.  The pilot project phase of the interregional project Young
People’s Participation in World Heritage Preservation and
Promotion, launched in 1994 jointly with the Education Sector,
and with financial support from the French-based Rhone-Poulenc
Foundation, was successfully concluded at the end of June, in
Bergen (Norway), with the UNESCO World Heritage Youth Forum, the
World Heritage exhibit and the launching of a World Heritage CD-
ROM, all three events marking the Organization’s 50th
anniversary, as indicated earlier. Students and teachers from
altogether 33 countries participated in the event. For more
details please see the attached UNESCOPRESS release (Annex 1).
A detailed report will be submitted to the Committee at its
forthcoming session.

13. Encouraged by these results, particularly the genuine
enthusiasm created in the participating countries, it has been
proposed to initiate it also in other States Parties. It
therefore figures in the Draft Programme and Budget for 1996-
1997, which is to be approved by the General Conference next
autumn, as a six-year special project under the heading of the
World Heritage Centre, to be carried out in cooperation with the
Education Sector and other partners. It is proposed that the
project be financed partly by Regular Programme funds and partly
by extra-budgetary sources, including those from the World
Heritage Fund (Annex 2).

l4. The successful outcome of the pilot project was made largely
possible by the generous contribution of the Norwegian Government
and the City of Bergen, which hosted the Youth Forum. Likewise,
thanks to the Government of Sweden, the entire project benefits
from the services of a capable and dedicated young Associate
Expert. A sign of appreciation should also be addressed to the
National Commissions in all of the participating countries for
their efficient cooperation.

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WORLD HERITAGE YOUTH FORUM AND MAYORAL CONFERENCE
TO BE HELD AT BERGEN, NORWAY

Paris. 14 June - Students from 33 countries and some 60 mayors representing urban world
heritage sites will square off in a public debate at Bergen. Norway. on how best to preserve
cultural monuments into the next miilennium.

The 27 June public debate. to be attended by UNESCO Director-General Federico Mayor
and hundreds of invited ambassadors and guests, is one of several highlights of the inaugural
World Heritage Youth Forum scheduled from 25 to 28 June as part of the Organization’s 50th
anniversary activities.

ad Approximately 60 secondary school delegates between the ages of 12 and 16 were selected to
participate n the forum from among UNESCO's Associated Schools Project (ASP). The ASP is a
network of more than 3,000 schools in 120 countries that conduct UNESCO pilot educational
projects.

Each student wiil bring to Bergen a high degree of theoretical and hands-on expertise in
world heritage preservation. For example. young delegates from Croatia will describe restoration
activities at the medieval centre of Dubrovnik. damaged by artillery attacks in 1991. Students
trom Greece will describe on-site conservation work at the Acropolis. a site dramatically affected
by 20th century urban sprawl and pollution. The representatives from Morocco will document
restoration projects at the bustling medinas in Fez and Marrakech.

The ASP students and their invited teachers will engage in inter-regional dialogue and
debate at Bergen. the resuits of which will be incorporated in a World Heritage Education Kit. to
be introduced later in school curricula throughout the world.

The young delegates will also present scale models of urban world heritage sites prepared
- by students in their countries. Together. they will elect the 12 best models for reproduction on an
ASP calendar.

The scale models will be displayed at Bergen alongside a photographic exhibit of the 103
urban monuments currently inscribed on the UNESCO World Heritage List of 440 natural and
cultural sites. The photo exhibit. mounted on 108 large panels with explanatory text. will travel
this vear to Paris. Geneva. New York and other cities.

On 27 June. UNESCO will unveil a new CD-ROM on World Heritage Cities. The
Organization's World Heritage Centre prepared this new educational and reference disc in
cooperation with/Spanish media partners.

Fraunch aud

The Youth Forum is organized by UNESCO with the cooperation of the Norwegian
Zovernment and the Organization of World Heritage Cities. a non-governmental organization
founded in 1993. The Rhone-Poulenc Foundation will provide most student travel expenses as
part of a broad agreement with UNESCO to promote the Organization's world heritage activities
and to mark the France-based chemical firm's 100th year in operation.

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The student delegates. approximately two from each country, will represent Argentina,
Brazil. Canada. China, Croatia, Cuba. Ecuador. Egypt, France. Greece. Hungary, India,
Indonesia. Jamaica. Lebanon. Mexico. Morocco. Nepal, New Zealand. Norway, Poland, Russia,

The forum leads into the Second Generaj Assembly of World Heritage Cities to be held at
Bergen. site of the ancient Bryggen trading wharf listed as a world heritage site. From 28 to 30
June. conservation scholars wiil present dozens of expert papers on world heritage preservation in
workshops attended by mayors and representatives of the urban world heritage sites. The
assembly is expected to produce a Bergen Protocol promoting communication and peace for the
protection of world heritage.

Description The project, initiated on an experimental basis in 1994-1995 in a selected number
of schools which are part of the Associated Schoois Project, aims at integrating
world heritage knowledge into secondary-school programmes. It wiil seek to
foster the active invoivement of students, teachers, heritage conservation
specialists (mostly members of ICOMOS, IUCN and ICOM) and site-managers in
designing world heritage awareness-building approaches and appropriate
pedagogic material. During 1996-1997, efforts wiil focus on (i) increasing the
number of participating schools in the 25 countries aiready included in the project;
(i) extending the scope of the project to other countries in ail regions;
(iii) producing and distributing written and audio-visual teaching maternial, on the
