The short paper should include detailed information about the project(s) concerning cultural heritage management or risk management in which the candidate has been or is currently involved, and should conclude with suggestions on how this training would contribute to enhance the candidate’s professional skills.
The application form, and the short paper (all in hard copies) must be sent to the Center’s contact address below by post. Candidates are also required to send the electronic data of all the application documents in MS Word format to the Center’s email (see address below).
